She has always combined the soloist carrer with an intense 
chamber music activity, having studied at the Accademia 
Nazionale di Santa Cecilia with Felix Ayo and later with the Trio of 
Trieste at the Accademia Chigiana di Siena (Diploma di Merito) and 
at the International School of Duino. 
She has also gained an extensive experience in the field of opera. 
Since 2004 she has been working at the Teatro dell'Opera di Roma 
as Maestro collaboratore di sala and has been a guest 
Korrepetitorin at the Vienna State Opera in the 2011/2012 season. 
She has worked with conductors such as Riccardo Muti, James 
Conlon, Alain Lombard, Gianluigi Gelmetti, Jesus Lopez-Cobos, 
Roberto Abbado, Yves Abel, Marco Armiliato, Donato Renzetti, 
Bruno Campanella.
